Red Square is one of the most famous Russia's places of interest. It is located right in the heart of Moscow.
Many significant buildings surround Red Square. There is the Kremlin, Lenin's Mausoleum, Saint Basil's
Cathedral, GUM trading house and Kazan Cathedral there. The State Historical Museum is also located in the
square.
Red Square is the place where a lot of festivals are celebrated.

The Kremlin
The Kremlin is a fortified complex in the centre of Moscow. It is the main political and historical place of the
city.
The walls of the Kremlin are made in the form of an irregular triangle. The Troitskaya Tower is the tallest
tower of the Kremlin. Its height is 80 metres. The Spasskaya Tower features the clock which is known as the
Kremlin chimes. The Kremlin has 20 towers in total.
Today the Kremlin is the official residence of the President of Russia.

Saint Basil's Cathedral
Saint Basil's Cathedral is located in Red Square. This Orthodox church is a world-famous landmark. The
church was built in the XVI century by order of Ivan the Terrible. There are 11 domes in Saint Basil's
Cathedral. Its height is 65 metres.
In the XX century the church was open for public as a museum. It is one of the most recognizable tourist
attractions. Saint Basil's Cathedral is included in the list of UNESCO World Heritage Sites.
The Bolshoi Theatre
The Bolshoi Theatre is one of the most renowned theatres in the world. It is located in the heart of Moscow in
Theatre Square. The performances of ballet and opera are held there.
The Bolshoi Theatre was founded in 1776. Since then more than 800 productions have been staged there.
A lot of artists who work in the Bolshoi Theatre are awarded honorary titles. From 2005 to 2011 the theatre
was closed for reconstruction.
The State Tretyakov Gallery
The State Tretyakov Gallery is one of the largest depositaries of Russian fine art in the world. It was founded
in 1856 by Pavel Tretyakov, a Moscow merchant.
At first the gallery was located in a mansion owned by the Tretyakov family but with the growth of the
collection new extensions were added to the mansion.
During the Great Patriotic War the collection was conveyed to Novosibirsk and in May 1945 returned to
Moscow.
The Cathedral of Christ the Saviour

The Cathedral of Christ the Saviour was built in the XIX century. The cathedral is a memorial to those who
died during the invasion of Napoleon Bonaparte.
It took 44 years for the cathedral to be built. In 1931 it was destroyed and only in 1994-1997 rebuilt anew.
The overall height of the cathedral is 103 metres. It is the tallest Orthodox church in the world.

Ostankino Tower
Ostankino Tower is the 8th tallest freestanding structure in the world and the tallest in Europe and Russia. Its
height is 540,1 metres.
Ostankino Tower is open for tourists. There is the Seventh Heaven restaurant and two observation platforms.
One of the platforms is outdoor and the other one is indoor. There is also a concert hall in Ostankino Tower
where different events are held.
The Moscow Metro
The first line of the Moscow Metro was opened in 1935. Today the Moscow Metro is the 5th busiest metro in
the world.

Moscow City

Moscow City is a business district in the centre of Moscow. The area is still under construction. By 2016 12
buildings out of 23 have been built there.
In Moscow City there are office buildings, shopping malls, leisure centres, exhibition centre, restaurants, elite
apartments and flats and even Matrimonial Centre.



Moscow City is a business district designed to comply with international standards.

Sparrow Hills
Sparrow Hills is one of the most significant Moscow's landmarks. It reaches the height of 80 metres above the
Moskva river.
Sparrow Hills is one of the most scenic places in the capital of Russia. The observation platform on the hill is a
place worth visiting. It gives the best panoramic view of the city which both residents of the city and tourists
can admire.

St. Petersburg is a Russian port city on the Baltic Sea. It was the imperial capital for 2 centuries, having been
founded in 1703 by Peter the Great. The city remains Russia's cultural center, with its world-famous museums,
palaces and theatres.
The Hermitage is one of the largest and oldest museums in the world. It was founded by Catherine the Great.
The museum includes masterpieces by Leonardo da Vinci, Picasso, Renoir, Vincent van Gogh, Rembrandt and
many others. Experts say it would take 11 years to examine about 3 million exhibits in the Hermitage.
Nevsky Prospekt is the main street in St. Petersburg which was cut through thick woodland in 1718. Kazan
Cathedral with its impressive colonnade is located just in the heart of the street. The prospect is lined with
numerous cafés, restaurants and shops.
Church of the Saviour on the Spilled Blood with its colourful domes and bright mosaics was constructed in the
early 20th century on the spot of the 1881 assassination of Tsar Alexander Il. Used by the Soviets to store
potatoes during the Second World War 900-day siege of the city by Nazi forces, the church was finally
reopened to the public in 1997.
Peter and Paul Fortress was one of the first buildings to be erected in St Petersburg in 1703, including the
Baroque Peter and Paul Cathedral, which is the final resting place of almost all of Russia’s pre-revolutionary
leaders (Peter the Great, Catherine the Great, Nicholas Il and others). Other sights include an impressive statue
of Peter the Great named “The Bronze horseman”, a working mint and the cells where revolutionaries were
held.
Mariinsky Theatre was first opened in 1860. The theatre has long been one of the world’s most prominent
venues for ballet and opera. Its dance school trained such world-famous ballet dancers as Rudolf Nureyev and
Vatslav Nijinsky
While the State Hermitage displays fine art from all over the world, the Russian Museum contains home-
grown masterpieces. Opened in 1898, the museum exhibits everything from priceless orthodox icons to
paintings by such famous artists as Surikov, Vasnetsov, Aivazovsky, Kandinsky. Among outstanding works
are “The Last Day of Pompeii” by Karl Bryullov, and Ilya Repin’s “The Zaporozhye Cossacks Writing a
Letter to the Turkish Sultan”.
The gold-domed 19th-century St Isaac’s Cathedral is one of St Petersburg’s most famous landmarks. It offers
wonderful views of the city from its gilded viewing platform. Statues of the apostles stand guard at the top of
St Isaac’s, while its massive doors are decorated with biblical scenes. Inside, the cathedral boasts a vast ceiling
painting by Karl Bryullov as well as St Catherine’s Chapel
Vasilevskiy Island - the largest island in St Petersburg which offers a bizarre selection of attractions including
a pair of 15th-century sphinxes from Egypt on the river side and a museum of biological oddities
“Kunstkamera” where you can see the skeleton and the heart of Peter the Great’s gigantic personal servant.
The island is also home to the 19th-century Rostral Columns whose torches are lit on special occasions. It’s a
great place to wander along the banks of the Neva river.

“ Happy Birthday, America! “
July 4th, or Independence Day, is the most important American holiday. It's the birthday of the United States
of America. On this day, in 1776, America signed the Declaration of Independence and started the fight for
freedom from British rule.
Before 1767, the King of England, George 3, ruled the thirteen colonies in America. The colonists were tired
of the taxes that George 3 imposed on them. In 1776, the British Government placed new taxes on tea and
paper that the colonists imported from abroad. The colonists got angry and refused to pay. George 3 sent
soldiers to keep order
In 1773, a group of colonists dressed up as Indians threw 342 chests of tea belonging to the East India
Company into the waters of Boston harbour. King George didn't think it was funny. His reply to this “Boston
tea party” was a set of laws to punish the colonists. Boston harbour was closed until the tea was paid for. More
soldiers were sent there to keep order. The war of Independence began.
On July 4, 1776, the colonists declared their independence from Britain. Led by Thomas Jefferson, the
representatives of all thirteen colonies met in Philadelphia to sign the Declaration. A large part of it was
written by Jefferson himself. The document stated that the colonies were now “free and independent states’
and officially named them the United States of America. It also said that all men had a natural right to “life,
liberty, the pursuit of happiness”. People celebrated the birth of a new nation.
But the War of Independence dragged on until 1783 when the colonists finally won. The head of the
Revolutionary Army was George Washington, who later became the first president of America.
