Brussels sprouts and spinach also contain a
lot of vitamin C.

4. Vitamin D helps our bones to grow strong and hard, and we are able to make it for ourselves if our
skin gets enough sunlight. But we can also get vitamin D if we eat fish, milk, butter, cheese and
margarine. Some people buy pills and tablets containing vitamins. But most of us get more than
enough of them from our food.

1. There are four meals a day in an English home: breakfast, lunch, tea, and dinner.

Cambridge University is the second-oldest university in the English-speaking world (after the
University of Oxford) and the seventh-oldest in the world.

The story of Cambridge University begins in 1209 when several hundred students arrived in the
little town of Cambridge after having walked 60 miles from Oxford. These students were all
churchmen and had been studying in Oxford at that city's well-known schools. It was a hard life at
Oxford for there was constant trouble, even fighting, between the citizens of the town and the



students. Then one day a student accidentally killed a man of the town. The Mayor arrested three
other students who were innocent and they were put to death. In protest, many students left Oxford,
some of them went to Cambridge. And so the new University began.

It was Cambridge University. Of course, there were no Colleges in those early days and student
life was very different from what it is now. Students were of all ages and came from anywhere and
everywhere. Life in University was strict. Students were forbidden to play games, to sing (except
sacred music), to hunt or fish or even to dance. Books were very rare and all the lessons were in the
Latin language which students were supposed to speak even among themselves.

In 1440, King Henry VI founded King's College, and other colleges followed.

Nowadays there are more than 30 different colleges, including five for women students and
several mixed colleges, in the University. The number of students in colleges is different: from 30 to
400 or 500.

The training course lasts 4 years. The academic year is divided into 3 terms. The students study
natural and technical sciences, law, history, languages, geography, medicine, economics, agriculture,
music and many other subjects. After 3 years of study a student may proceed to a Bachelor's degree,
and later to the degrees of Master and Doctor.

There are many ancient traditions that are still observed at Cambridge. Students are required to
wear gowns at lectures, in the University library, in the street in the evening, for dinners in the
colleges and for official visits. One more tradition is to use Latin during public ceremonies of
awarding degrees.

All the students must pay for their education, examinations, books, laboratories, university hostel,
the use of libraries. The cost is high. It depends on college and university speciality. Very few
students get grants.

Many great men studied at Cambridge, for example, Bacon (the philosopher), Milton and Byron
(the poets), Cromwell (the soldier), Newton (the outstanding physicist), Darwin (who is famous for
his theory of evolution) and Kapitsa (the famous Russian physicist).

Mark Twain

Mark Twain wrote “The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn” in 1884. Since then, the book has been
published in at least sixty languages, and some people say it is the best book ever created by an
American writer. American students have “The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn” on their school
reading list and parents, teachers and literary experts still debate the problems touched in the book.

The writer’s real name was Samuel Clemens. Samuel was born in 1835. He grew up in the state
of Missouri on the Mississippi River. After his father died, young Samuel went to work as an
assistant to a publisher. Ten years later, he became a pilot on a steamboat that sailed on the
Mississippi. He heard the riverboat workers call out the words “mark twain!” That was a measure for
the depth of water. Later he used this word combination as a pen-name.

In 1861 Clemens travelled west and became a reporter for newspapers in Nevada and California.
He wrote news stories, editorials and sketches under his pen-name Mark Twain. He became one of
the best known storytellers in the West. He developed his own narrative style — friendly, funny, and
often satirical, which won him a wide audience. The first success came with the story “The
Celebrated Jumping Frog of Calaveras County”.

Mark Twain travelled a lot during his lifetime not only round the USA but also to Europe and the
Holy Land. He naturally began writing books about his travels. “The Adventures of Tom Sawyer”



was published in 1876, and soon after he began writing a sequel, “The Adventures of Huckleberry
Finn”.

It took Mark Twain longer to write “The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn” than any of his other
books. He started writing in 1876, but put the story away after about two years of work. He returned
to it in 1883, and the following year it was published.

From the beginning, the book was strongly debated. Some critics praised its realism and honesty
but the others strongly disliked it. They protested against the personality of Huck — a rough, dirty
and disobedient boy. They could not agree that such a person should be the main character of a book.
What's more, critics disliked the way Mark Twain used the language of a common, uneducated
person to tell the story; no writer had ever done that before.

Today there is no longer any debate about the importance of “The Adventures of Huckleberry
Finn» in American literature. In 1935 Ernest Hemingway wrote: «All modern American literature
comes from one book by Mark Twain called «Huckleberry Finn.» There was nothing before. And
there has been nothing as good since.”

No wonder then, that the novel “The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn” was a great inspiration for
film producers — more than 20 screen versions of the book have been shot not only in America but
in Europe, Russia and Japan. There are feature films, musicals, cartoons and even Japanese anime.

The doctor examined the
patient and said that no medicine could cure his desease.

He told his patient to go to a quiet place for a month and have a good rest. He also advised
him to eat a lot of meat, drink two glasses of red wine every day and take long walks. In other words,
the doctor recommended him to follow the rule: "Eat at pleasure, drink with measure and enjoy life
asitis."

The doctor also said that if the man wanted to be well again, he shouldn't smoke more than
one cigarette a day.

A month later the gentleman came into the doctor's office. He looked cheerful and happy. He
thanked the doctor and said that he had never felt a healthier man.

"But you know, doctor,” he said, "it's not easy to begin smoking at my age."

It’s very interesting to read letters from Graeme, especially as they are in English. I not only
receive useful information, but still have a good practice. Also I can compare the children’s lifestyle
in our country and abroad. For example, there are a lot of common things in education. Grame has
written that in his country schooling is compulsory from 5 years. In our country children start school
at 7 years old. Bud they can attend the Centre of complementary education from 5 years old, where
they study Grammar, Mathematics, English, draw and paint, dance and sing. In contrast to Great
Britain we haven’t got a break for dinner. Also I like their school uniform. Every school has its
emblem. It is worn on the Blazer above the pocket.

We have exchanged not only letters but parcels too. Once he wrote about his project activity.
Their class collects the material about myths just now and asked if there are some legends about
mythical creatures in Russia. Of course, our country is rich enough in legends and fairy tales. We
bought a book “Myths and legends of Black Sea coast” and sent it to Graeme. Unfortunately for him,
this book is in Russian but his Music teacher knows Russian a bit, so he helps Grame with
translation.

The Japanese Family

Work plays a very important role in Japan. A Japanese says “I belong to my company”, not “I
work for my company”. Because work is so important, a child, especially a boy, must work very hard
indeed. He begins to study seriously as soon as he starts going to school, because if he doesn’t pass
all his exams he can’t go to a good school. If he doesn’t go to a good school he can’t go to a good
university — and so he can’t get the good job that he needs! A Japanese mother usually helps her
children so that they will pass their school exams. Because of this system Japanese children don’t
have as much time to play as children in many other countries.

A lot of Japanese parents “arrange” marriages for their children. This is because they feel that
marriage does not only affect the young couple, but that it affects the whole family. They believe that
it is important that the young couple have the same interests and that they come from the same social
background. Sometimes parents go to a “matchmaker”. A matchmaker’s job is to find two similar
young people and arrange for them to meet. If they like each other, a marriage is arranged for them.
